Passport Requirements
To enter Tanzania, all travelers must have:
· A passport valid for at least 6 months from your arrival date 
· At least one blank page for entry stamps 

Tanzania Visa Requirements
Most travelers visiting Tanzania are required to obtain a visa before or upon arrival.
Tourist Visa (Most Common)
· Valid for up to 90 days 
· Ideal for safaris, trekking, and holidays 
Other Visa Types
· Multiple Entry Visa – Suitable for frequent travelers 
· Transit Visa – Valid for short stays (up to 7 days) 

How to Apply for a Tanzania Visa
You have two convenient options:
1. eVisa (Recommended)
Apply online before your trip for a faster arrival process.
2. Visa on Arrival
Available at major entry points, including:
· Julius Nyerere International Airport 
· Kilimanjaro International Airport 
· Zanzibar 
Processing time for eVisa: 2–7 working days

Required Documents
To apply for your Tanzania visa, prepare the following:
· Completed visa application form 
· Valid passport 
· Passport-size photo 
· Proof of accommodation (hotel booking or tour confirmation) 
· Return or onward flight ticket 
· Visa fee (typically $50 USD, depending on nationality) 

Health & Vaccination Requirements
· A Yellow Fever vaccination certificate may be required if you are arriving from a high-risk country 
· It is recommended to consult your doctor before traveling 

Entry Upon Arrival
When you arrive in Tanzania, immigration officers may ask for:
· Your valid visa 
· Accommodation details 
· Return or onward travel ticket 
Final entry approval is granted at the point of entry.

Duration of Stay
· Tourist visas allow stays of up to 90 days 
· Extensions are possible up to 180 days total
