· Lion 
· Elephant 
· Leopard 
· Buffalo 
· Rhino 
Plus giraffes, zebras, wildebeest, hippos, and more in parks like Tarangire National Park and Serengeti.

🚙 5. How long should a safari be?
· 3–4 days: Short safari experience 
· 5–7 days: Most recommended for full experience 
· 8+ days: Safari + beach holiday in Zanzibar 

💰 6. How much does a Tanzania safari cost?
Safari prices depend on comfort level:
· Budget: $250 – $350 per day 
· Mid-range: $350 – $600 per day 
· Luxury: $600 – $1500+ per day 
(Tips and flights not included)

💵 7. Do I need to tip on safari?
Yes, tipping is expected but not mandatory:
· Guide: $20 – $30 per day 
· Lodge staff: $10 – $20 per day 
· Porters/rangers: $5 – $15 per day 

🧳 8. What should I pack for safari?
· Light, neutral-colored clothing 
· Hat, sunglasses, sunscreen 
· Comfortable shoes 
· Camera & binoculars 
· Light jacket for mornings/evenings

· Luxury tented camps 
Popular safari areas include Serengeti National Park, Ngorongoro, and Tarangire.
