💵 Recommended Tipping Amounts (Per Day)
🚙 Safari Guide / Driver
· $20 – $30 per day (per group)
Your guide plays a major role in your experience—tracking animals, ensuring safety, and sharing knowledge. 

🏨 Lodge & Camp Staff
· $10 – $20 per day (per guest)
Usually shared among housekeeping, waiters, and other staff. 
💡 Many lodges have a tip box, making it easy to contribute.

🎒 Porters
· $5 – $10 per day (per guest)
Common in camps or during trekking activities. 

🦓 Rangers (Walking Safaris)
· $10 – $15 per day (per guest)
Often experienced professionals who ensure your safety in the wild. 

📦 When & How to Tip
· Tip at the end of your safari or after each stay 
· Use cash (USD or Tanzanian Shillings) 
· Hand tips directly or use lodge tip boxes 
· Place money in an envelope for a more respectful gesture 

💡 Tipping Tips
· Tip based on service quality and satisfaction 
· Carry small denominations for convenience 
· Tipping as a group? You can combine contributions 
· No obligation—tip what you feel comfortable with
